
Safety First
☐ Stay indoors and avoid downed power lines and standing water
☐ If evacuated, do not return until the Town issues an official “All
Clear”
☐ Call 9-1-1 to report life-threatening emergencies

Damage Reporting
☐ Contact your insurance provider
☐ Take photos/videos of all damage
☐ Do not begin repairs without a building permit
☐ Call Palm Beach Building Department: (561) 838-5431
☐ Verify contractors at myfloridalicense.com

Power & Utilities
☐ Avoid downed power lines — assume they are live
☐ Expect possible outages for power, water, gas, or sewer
☐ Limit water use if sewer systems are affected
☐ Watch for boil water notices from Palm Beach County

Debris Removal
☐ Wait for official debris pickup notice
☐ Sort debris into:

 Vegetation
 Construction debris
 Appliances
 Household trash

Health & Sanitation
☐ Monitor boil water notices on the Town website
☐ Throw away spoiled food safely
☐ Watch for announcements about cooling centers or shelters
